Defending champ dominates Cincinnati, Minneapolis

With only eight races on the schedule for the 2006 ChampBoat Series, Terry
Rinker knew that he would have to get out to a quick start to have any chance
at defending his 2005 series championship. But not even Rinker predicted his
AMSOIL/Rinker Boats team would achieve as much early success as it did
through the first three race weekends of 2006.

After winning the opening round in Bay City, Mich., Rinker had some down-
time to dial in his Lee Hull designed boat for a two week stretch of races on the
Ohio and Mississippi Rivers. The 45-year-old Rinker first powered his boat
through the obstacle of the Ohio River in early July. Recent rains had caused
large piles of debris to float down the river during the race weekend, including
logs that were at times longer than the boats themselves.

“There were logs in the river that were 20 feet long,” said Rinker. “We were
able to avoid the junk better than the rest of the field. We battled in second place
for much of the race, but when (race leader Shaun) Torrente was sidelined, it
gave us the opportunity to take the lead on the restart, and we never looked
back.”

Two weeks later, the AMSOIL/Rinker Boats team weaved its way through the
Midwest for the 10th Annual Grand Prix of Minneapolis. Rinker once again con-
trolled his fate from start to finish on the Mississippi River in front of 10,000 fans.

Rinker took the fastest qualifying time on Saturday by more than a second
over the next competitor.

race, Rinker worked his way from the back of the pack to fifth, ensuring he would
start on the pole for Sunday’s final.

From there, Rinker left no doubt that he was going to pick up his third
straight win to open the season, grabbing the holeshot and leading the 50-lap
final from start to finish.

“Winning here in Minneapolis was important for us,” said Rinker. “We felt we
wanted to make a statement at this event and | think we accomplished that.

That loophole in the scheduling
paid off in a big way for the rookie angler.

Schwenkbeck earned the first win of his bass career on
the Mississippi River with a three-day catch of 42 pounds,
12 ounces. He took the lead on day two, moving up from
fourth after the first day of competition. On Saturday, the third
and final day, he held on for the win with a catch of 12
pounds, 7 ounces.

The win elevated Schwenkbeck’s standing in the Northern
Tour points race and much closer to a coveted berth in the
2007 Bassmaster Classic. The top three points finishers at
the conclusion of the Northern Tour qualify for the Classic.
Schwenkbeck has five top 50 finishes at Elite Series events
and sits in fifth place in the Toyota Rookie of the Year
Standings.
